WHEREAS the Bill of Rights and the Equal Protection Clause of the 14th Amendment 5 

constitute the cornerstone of American Civil Rights and Liberties; 6

WHEREAS sections of the Patriot Act and the Homeland Security Act and actions of 8 

the Justice Department place severe limitations on these rights and liberties; in 9 

particular the first, fourth, fifth, sixth and fourteenth amendments; and 10

WHEREAS the Bush Administration has denied these rights and liberties to citizens 12 

and resident non-citizens; 13

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that all sections of the Patriot Act and the Homeland 15 

Security Act that restrict these Civil Rights and Liberties shall be repealed; 16

THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Attorney General be admonished 18 

to abide by the provisions of the US Constitution; and 19

THEREFORE BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Washington State Democratic 21 

Central Committee urges the Washington State Congressional Delegation to commit to 22 

roll back the self-serving war powers of the Presidency granted to itself by the Bush 23 

Administration and restore the rule of law.  24
