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Ban Torture

government official, employer, employee or contractor shall be free from prosecutions
resulting from the abrogation of such laws and treaties.

THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Washington State Democratic
Central Committee urge that the Washington State Congressional delegation and the
Democratic National Committee support this resolution.
