WHEREAS Punjabis have become citizens who vote and give back to their respective 14 

communities--including more than 6000 registered voters in King County alone, some 15

WHEREAS The state of Washington has many industries and businesses that will share 18 

in the fruits of a sister-state relationship, in fields such as education, technology, 19 

aerospace, and the growing Washington wine industry; 20

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the WSDCC request that the Washington State 22 

Legislature draft and pass a combined bill in the House and Senate to support the 23 

sisterhood of the two states and foster the sharing of agricultural, technological, 24
