WHEREAS the Freedom of Religion is internationally recognized by the 1948 Universal 15 

Declaration of Human Rights as a fundamental human right; 16

WHEREAS the Washington State Legislature failed to act in an appropriate manner, in 18 

its decisions regarding the Worker Privacy Act (HB 1528 and SB 5446); 19

WHEREAS a schism may now form between the Democratic Party and Unified Labor; 21

WHEREAS it is in the best interest of the Democratic Party, to ensure close ties to our 24 

working family values; 25

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Washington State Democrats hereby go on 27 

record (Again) as supporting the Workers Privacy Act; 28

THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Washington State Democrats urge 30 

the Washington State Legislature to pass the Workers Privacy Act; and  31
